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Your visit

- Free floor plans of the Gallery and Amphitheatre are available at the front desk and
to download. These show the location of facilities such as lifts and accessible toilets.

- Lifts are available to take you to each level.

- There is an accessible counter at our front desk.

- There is one step-free entrance to the Gallery and Amphitheatre. The doors are
automatic.

- Free guided tours are available on specific days and times. Please check our website
for regular updates.

Eating and Drinking
- Eating and drinking is not permitted in the Gallery.
- Please keep food and drinks except water bottles inside your bag until you leave the
Gallery.

Animals
- Assistance dogs are welcome in all areas of the Gallery.

Safety and Security
- Bag search: Please note that all bags will be searched when entering the Gallery.
- In case of an evacuation, an audible alarm will alert visitors and staff will assist by
providing instructions and directions.

Seating
- Benches are placed around the Gallery on all floors.
- Foldable stools are available for use if required.

Ticketing concessions
- General admission to Guildhall Art Gallery is free.
- For any paid exhibitions, Concession tickets are available for disabled visitors and
seniors (60 and over).
- Afree carers ticket can also be provided for people assisting disabled visitors.

Cycling
- Guildhall Art Gallery can be reached by bicycle from Cycle Superhighway 2 and
Cycleway 6. Quietway 11 passes Guildhall Art Gallery.
- There are Cycle Parking Stands on Aldermanbury.
- The nearest Cycle Hire stands / Santander Cycles docking stations are on
Aldermanbury (The Guildhall, Guildhall — 12 spaces) and Cheapside (Cheapside, Bank
— 28 spaces).

Driving
If you drive to the Gallery you may have to pay the London Congestion Charge.

Exemptions and discounts apply to certain categories of road-user:

- Blue Badge holders
- DVLA-registered Public Service Vehicles
- 9+ seater and other vehicles, such as school buses.

advanced notice is required for exemptions and discounts.

Do keep in mind that the City of London may be busy at weekends due to events and road
closures.

There are eight City of London and NCP car parks in the Square Mile. There are also Blue
Badge Parking Bays around Guildhall and the City of London, with the nearest ones being on
Aldermanbury and Basinghall Street. Please refer to our Location and our map

Visitors with mobility access requirements

The Gallery has level access entry.

Lifts are available to take you to each floor of the Gallery.

Benches are placed around the Gallery on all floors

Foldable stools, which can also be used as a walking aid, are available to borrow at any
time. You are welcome to bring a foldable stool.

Wheelchairs are available. Please let us know if you require one when booking your
ticket.

The Entrance (Level G) has a polished stone floor. The Main Gallery (Level A2) has a
carpeted floor. The Undercroft Galleries (Level A1) have a rough stone floor which is
uneven in places. The Amphitheatre (Level A) has a dark, matt, hard floor.

Blind and partially sighted visitors

Access guide dogs are welcome in all areas.

Large print guides for the permanent galleries and major exhibitions are available at the
Welcome Desk.

Please note that the lighting in the Amphitheatre is lower than in the rest of the
Gallery.

D/deaf, deafened and hard of hearing visitors

A portable induction loop is available at the Welcome Desk (you will need to switch
your hearing aid to the 'T' position)

The Gallery and Amphitheatre have minimal echo

Background noise is generally low, but there may be lots of noise when there are
large events happening in nearby spaces.

The route around the Gallery and Amphitheatre is indicated by clear and obvious
signage.

There is a written description under each artwork and within each themed
collection.

The Gallery provides captioning for video content.

Visitors with autism spectrum conditions

Background noise is generally low, but there may be lots of noise when there are
large events happing in nearby spaces.

There is a quiet space at the Gallery. The room has multiple uses, so please let one of
our team members know or contact us before your visit to make sure the room is not
pre-booked if you think you might need it. The room has tables and chairs and the
lights can be dimmed. The door to the quiet room is glass and there are internal
windows on one side of the room.

Visitors living with dementia

It is important that everyone living with dementia can enjoy their visit to the Gallery
and Amphitheatre.

In our temporary exhibition spaces we can adjust lighting levels and turn off any
ambient sounds.

Our wonderful staff, who all wear their lanyards, are around to help.
